1. Meeting called to order at 9:29 am
2. Public Comments-  
3. Approval of Agenda- Chief Hardy motions to approve the Agenda, Chief Roberts seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
4. Approval of the Minutes- March 2018: Chief Roberts motions to approve the minutes, Chief Hardy seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
5.  Treasurers Report (Hardy)- March 24 to April 24 the account subtotal is $22,308.41. We have an outstanding bill to a consultant that needs to be taken care of. Chief Hardy will make a motion to refund agencies next for the money put in towards the tax initiative.

8. New Business 

8.1 West side JPA Negotiations (Alameda)- No report. Chief Alameda requests an update on where the negotiations are. Chief Roberts reports that they are very close to a finalized agreement. They are waiting for the county to get back to us. They are looking at a 10-year contractof 11.8 million, 5.5 million per ambulance. Six hundred thousand comes from reserve annual to fund the capital for the first five years. The Board questions if the 10-year contract will be approved and if the six hundred thousand be withdrawn from the accounts. Chief Alameda has concerns; we are trying to be fire based. Another question is when they have the contract and the county increases ambulance tax does that affect the contract. Chief Roberts replies that they stay out of the revenue stuff. Chief Alameda responds that they are not in a situation to negotiate. If we commit to pay you x amount to help run the ambulance then we don’t care where they get the rest of the money from.
8.2 Admission of Chief Whitt from Tribal Fire to the Fire Chiefs Assoc.- Bakground: Chief Whitt has been a Fire chief for city of Lincoln for 5 and half years. His goal is to have a solid stable home for his recruits and to build good relationship with all the agencies to help give them a taste of what they get to look forward to. He appreciates the FCA’s consideration for his admission. He is shooting for providing support. A partnership. Chief Schwab clarifies that we are approving the agency not Chief Whitt himself to come into the FCA. Chief Schwab motions to approve. Chief Dwyer seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.

9.1 Training Officers- Diamond Springs ran their river course May 12th. 
9.2 Fire prevention officers- Arson task force is ready. They are working on an MOU on how to use it. Fire sprinklers for residential, they approved a testing change. 
9.3 Operations- Chief Schwab: Ross updates need to be completed. Crossover trainings need to be entered in with that qualification. Lt. from OES is back from medical leave. We are hosting a sandbag summit. Strike team leader refresher is coming up in May. 
9.4 CSA Update- Looking forward to the new RFP. They are shooting for next month.

3. Fire Safe Council (Dwyer): Projects: They started the chipping program in March. Two fuel reductions projects have begun. They started Monday in Sierra Springs and Lake Hills. Hazard tree removal in Grizzly Flats is in phase 3. SMUD grants went out to bid for seniors. This grant will help provide defensible space and clearing for the disabled and senior citizens. We came up with agreement with tribal fire to do a trial road clearance. Events: South County health and safety fair this Saturday 9-3. Loyons Hall this Sat. is hosting a spaghetti feed to help supplement the senior program. They are still waiting for the release of the Cal Fire grants.

Nikki Washington: May 14th they will start bringing the temps on, Hot shot crews and such. They are starting to get a busy fire season out of California. 

Chief Webb- They are hiring and going to 9-man staffing. They just completed 700 acres of clearing. 

Chief Simons: Returned to full strength. New type 3 arriving by July hopefully. They are trying to get rid of equipment. They are working on ops manual update. Refresher May 7th and 8th. 
Fallen Leaf: We opened up yesterday and have started prepping for the season. 

Alameda: VHR discussions went good. Forest fuel in lake valley, we are having challenges. We are looking to outsource them. Field generals meeting is the 17th of May. Training center is on hold for now. 

Chief Whitt. Purchased a gently used crew carrier. Holds about 17 to 18 people. We are moving forward with having some staffing for a water tender this summer.

Chief Dwyer: Mosquito is looking to hire some relief personnel. Give us a call if you know anyone.

Randsell- We are still looking for personnel and just running classes and trainings.
Hardy- Attended FDA conference last month. The meeting was not as expected slightly disappointed. Crew have been hitting trainings hard. Currently in our swift water trainings in Lotus. Cordova reports the training is wrapping up and going really well. 

Sherri-  Chief Savacool is coordinated the local tax. Cameron Park is not in a position to support that. She will stay on the committee to help for next year. May 8th is the next meeting. 

Schwab- We are doing a safe families program with the library. Engine 361 is in service. The academy is through fire safety. We are considering eliminated our existing $35 tax fee and adding another with an escalator.
Garden Valley: Also interested in working on some kind of parcel fee. JPA Medic 51 in service target date is May 5th.
