Pledge of allegiance is led by Chief Lindgren.
1. Meeting called to order at am 9:38 am
2. Public Comments/Introduction of guests- Bryan Newman new ECC Battalion Chief and Sean Dunn are present at today’s meeting
Chief Hardy motions to approve the agenda. Chief Keating seconds, all are in favor.
4. Approval of the Minutes- June 2018- Chief Lilienthal motions to approve minutes. Chief Keating seconds, all are in favor.
5.  Treasurers Report (Hardy)- A copy of the report is attached with these minutes. No changes to the report since the last meeting. Chief Hardy would like a sample explaining the JPA licensing project to present to their board. Lake Valley, Meeks Bay and Lindgren would like refunds. Garden Valley may submit an invoice for the printing costs. 
6. Fire Advisory Board (Savacool): No meeting has been conducted yet. The next meeting will be August 21st at 3:30 pm. Email Chief Savacool with any request they to discuss at this meeting.
7.1 Development Impact Fee Ordinance Update- (Sue Hennike) Annual reports are due soon, in September. Departments need to try and spend their money. Don’t hold on to it. If assistance is needed to help spend the money please contact Sue.
7.2 Vacation Rental Inspections Update (Sue Hennike) (Chief Alameda)- Sue wants to make sure they get a list from the Agencies to make sure it is in line with Fire Safety. She needs to have these items finalized by August to include them in the ordinance. Brad with Lake Valley - A report was released yesterday with the amount of homes that affect them. They found it is common that there are 15 to 20 people in these homes. Most of the issues are being found in the older homes. They are fine tuning the items on the inspection list. Really trying to narrow it down to fire safety. One topic was marking exits. What code would that fall under? No code with residential for this. The conversation is continuing on what will be on this list. Chief Savacool reports that you do not have to tie an inspection item to a code. The departments are just contractors to the county. Sue explains nobody has to do anything. If an agency does not agree with the list and does not want to do the inspection, then they don’t have to. They will ask another agency. Alameda- states that this is a philosophy. It is a fire department issue. They are responding to these types of calls and that is why these items are on this list. It is a problem and they are just trying to get ahead of the risks and minimize the chance of worse case scenarios. This is a prevention ordinance. With the fee schedule they want to put some of these funds back into community risk reduction programs. He really encourages the group to get involved and help make this happen. Hardy wants to know how they can get away with OES rate. Sue clarifies that this is going to fall under a county fee. This is another way to get a better turnout for defensible space. Each agency does not have adopt a fee schedule. This is adopted by the county. The districts are just contractors. The fees are negotiable and need to be somewhere middle ground. After the PIO meeting Chief Savacool had GV board vote in a letter of agreement for a pilot program on the west slope because this is an important ordinance that does help with prevention. Action Items: narrow down a fee schedule, inspection item list and a letter of agreement with the county. 
7.3 Countywide Vegetation Ordinance Update Earle- No update, it has taken a back seat to the VHA ordinance. 
8. New Business 

8.1. SAFE-D Fall Prevention Program: Jim Wassner; He helps low income seniors. They are a 501c3. The programs helps get them into home and install safety accommodations, grab bars etc. These installments will be done by volunteers. They need money for the actual supplies that are installed. He is hoping for donations of fire extinguishers and smoke detectors, which open up funds for the grab bars and such. Chief Webb informs him that home depot, Lowes are all on board for donations and is a great way to start. 
9. Section Reports
9.1 Training Officers- Chief Earle is stepping down and at this time they have no quorum. 
9.2 Fire prevention officers- Track it is up and running now. They are still working out the kinks. Working on fees. In the system, do not approve the project in the track it. Write in the comments this project is approved after fees are assessed. They are currently working with training officers to start an education fund. It would be a good legal way to collect funds for that.
9.3 Operations- Chief Schwab: 
a) Active Threat Plan Draft was emailed out. They are looking for an approval. We can approve it as a concept. EDH Lilienthal states we should adopt it as a policy and acknowledge that there is no funding for the PPE portion. Lilienthal motions to adopt with the understand that there is no PPE funding. Schwab seconds the motion. Ransdell wants to know if there is any future plans for training. They are moving forward with offering some trainings. Chief Savacool wants to know if there is a chance of hand me downs from the sheriff’s department. Richard Todd says yes but there is a liability. He has no sure answer for that. All are in favor. Motions is approved.
b) Applying for AFG to purchase Body Armor. Chief Hardy offers to look into it. Chances of applying as an organization is better than as individual agencies. 

c) Utilizing an engine that is already in that area/district. Keating- states that it does not make sense to move and engine from Rescue when there is a Cal fire station fully staffed right down the street. Keating supports this and think it’s a great partnership with Cal fire if we can accomplish this. Lindgren- this makes sense to him. The thing to keep in mind is their command station already moves their stuff around. They can participate and are willing to help out any way they can when there is availability. There will be some semantics but they can work them out. Cal Fire is not opposed to the concept. Chief Schwab makes a motion, Chief Hardy seconds and all are in favor.
9.4 CSA Update- Appreciation for the loaner ambulance is expressed.

10.2 OES, State and Local: DriSC Update- Schwab- Attachment is provided with these minutes. Type 6’s are easier to staff. Don’t take the deadline as set in stone. If you are slightly interested throw your name in the hat. It is not committal. Keep your google sheets updated please. It really does help with the efficiency. WE have nine strike teams and 2 OES teams out right now.

10.5 CSDA: Dave no update on the legislative topics from last month. Notices will go out for Harassment prevention training. There is a conference for board clerks in South Lake in October. 
10.6 Red Cross: They have been opening as needed as the fire season is progressing. 
11.  District Reports:
Forest Service: apprentice hiring is posted on USA jobs. Emergency shift tickets are in the back of the room if you need them. IMT recruitment for federal teams. They have 11 teams.  A flyer recruitment letter will go out soon. They did a casual hire open house for on call positions. 
Sean is the new liaison for Fire Cameras. There are a handful of cameras throughout the El dorado national forest and some in Tahoe. The program is growing. The system is a public website to see what we are looking at. 
Keating EDH: New engine should be in service in August. It has arrived. The fire chief recruitment flyer has just been released. Lisa can release it to everyone. 

Schwab: Jeepapolooza is today. WE are re-advertise our medic position. We are exploring going to the voters for some kind of revenue funding. Our new type 3 has been in the shop under warranty work.

Dwyer: tomorrow night PGE coming to town hall meeting to explain shut offs.

Lake valley, Tahoe Alameda: they just had their annual fire chiefs BBQ. Lysenick- Vegetation fires, we had a little lightning come through. Been on a few strike teams but all our equipment is home now. 

Meeks Bay: couple vegetation fires from lighting, Type 3 should be in service next month. We had 3 strike team out in the last month. There are 2 strike teams out right now. 

We had two of our close retired chiefs pass away. Chief Whitelaw passed early this week due to cancer. Memorial service is August 5th. He will send info for anyone interested in attending.
Whitt- no report, he has been gone for three weeks. Lindgren did utilize his crew and it was a great help. 

Resuce Fire: MDT project, the servers with ship next week. 
ISO needs flow data for hydrants. EID shut it down and would not let them open.

Earle spoke with two mid managers letting them know this has to done. EID will only submit the numbers ballpark and not actual data. Lori is working on getting that data straight from EID.

Cameron Park, hired two new fire apparatus engineers and will start academy next month. 
Cal Fire Lindgren- Team one activated to Whiskeytown. Shasta has a new fire on the other side of 299. There will be some significant requests coming out. Base at McLellan air attack base has had record numbers on pumping retardant. Chief Newman and three other BC’s, Schief, Eric Schwab and Dan Hickey were promoted. Another BC transfer Mike Weedner, Sutter Hill BC. Still an opening in Cameron park and one for the new one for the new casino. They are looking to staffing some lookouts at Pilot Peak and Mount Zion. DSI inspectors, there is a state-wide hiring happening now. It is a nine-month position. Just got back from the Klammathon fire for the inspection of the turnover engine. There will be green sheets going out soon. Full recovery is expected. PPE is so important to prevent injury. Make sure staff supervision is wearing required PPE on these fires. 
Ransdell: We did get the trailer, Type 2 is up and running. CICSS we are going to do a drop box model. WT 49 is coming back today from the final. They are cross staffing everything. Type 3 will be on order here pretty quick. They hired a new Firefighter and are theoretically fully staff.

Hardy: They just hired 7 medics. Tax measure, we were approved to move forward with a tax measure. Thank you to GV on helping us get our admin rate from 10 to 22%

GV: Medic 51 has been dispatched a lot lately. They have not had any lapse of staffing when they have to staff it up. They are still having consolidation talks with Mosquito. They are having some town meetings next month and the next step is a resolution with LAFCO.

12. Good and Welfare: Put PGE under old business. Pam Perdiem is a good contact and knows a lot about this issue. 

An expansion of the Auburn recreational area is in the talks. Fire agencies want to have a say in this expansion. Savacool would like to contact them in approaching them as the group. He will ask FPO to go with him. OES would like to be included in that meeting. Earl thanks El Dorado Hills for the monitor.
