Pledge of allegiance is led by Chief Schwab.
1. Meeting is called to order at am 9:43 am.
2. Public Comments/Introduction of guests- Jon Michaelson BC from Garden Valley is Present.
3. Approval of Agenda- There is a request to move agenda item 10.4 LAFCO report to old business. Chief Keating motions to approve the agenda. Chief Schwab seconds, all are in favor.
4. Approval of the Minutes- July 2018- Chief Keating motions to approve the minutes from July 2018. Chief Ransdell seconds, all are in favor.
5.  Treasurers Report (Hardy)- Current balance is $22,308. A reimbursement was made to Lake Valley since their contributions could not be forwarded.

6. LAFCO- Tonight they will be brainstorming topics to cover. Jose opens it up for others to present additional ideas. Attendance does not need to be present for ideas to be discussed, just shoot him an email. The meeting will be September 26, 6pm at BOS chambers.

AB2258 is going to the senate floor for approval. It is still helpful for agencies to contact them with their support.
6.1 Fire Advisory Board (Savacool): No update
6.2 Development Impact Fee Ordinance Update- (Sue Hennike not present) No update
6.3 Vacation Rental Inspections Update (Sue Hennike) (Chief Alameda)- Hennike and Alameda are not present. GV has agreed to do a pilot program. 
6.4 Countywide Vegetation Ordinance Update Earle- No update, it has taken a back seat to the VHA ordinance. 
6.5 PGE update- Chief Schwab, they attended a meeting, EID was and county was there. There has not been any remarkable changes. They have not openly come out with what the triggers will be. They did say a mile per hour wind with red flag conditions. Chief Schwab will keep the FCA updated with any forward movement. Chief Savacool has not heard back from his contacts.
7. New Business 

7.1. Strike team leader qualifications: Chief Savacool: This last august GV had two big fires, Omega and Cutters. During that time the Diamond Springs fire was already in full swing so there were low resources. Because of this it gave the opportunity for others to act up. Chief Savacool would like to discuss allowing those who are qualified to go our as Strike Team Leaders if duty calls. Chief Ransdell reports that there is a document that allows this to happen. 
8. Section Reports
8.2 and 8.3 Training Officers- Both meetings were cancelled this month. Work on Title 14 has begun.

Operations- Chief Schwab: Operations did not meet because they were all deployed. There has been a reduction on the time that the orders come in to the time everyone hits the road. 
8.4 CSA 3 Update-   Nothing to report (Chief Schwab reports they are to meet about their contract. They recently loaned out their ambulance to them and had a minor accident. They are working through the insurance process.
9.1 EMS- If you are operating an ALS transporting unit you need to enter a contract. 
9.2 OES, State and Local: On the local level, they are hosting SARACS the 7th 8th and 9th. 
9.3 Fire Safe Council:  Educational updates; Chili Bar to Georgetown meeting coming up in Garden Valley as well as another meeting. Chipping program is still running. Grizzly flat is in the fourth phase of the tree mortality program. ALT has 3 programs running. Lotus program funded by PG&E is running. 
They were rewarded 4 of the five grants that they put in for. Chipping and green waste proposals were approved. Pollock pines fuel reduction program was approved. Patterson program was also approved. Total award is about 1.73 million dollars.  The only grant that was not awarded was the Grizzly Flats proposal. Still watching SB 1079 to see if it passes. It did make it to senate. 
10.5 CSDA: no report 
10.6 Red Cross: They were at the PGE meeting last week. They have lots of shelters still open and the capacity to open more if needed.
11.  District Reports:
Schwab: Still hiring, type 3 is back and ready for deployment.

Ransdell: New water tender got here a few weeks ago. It should be in service soon and ready to show off. 

Working on the type 3 and hoping to have it ready by next season. Hazmat: environment health showed up and they were not prepared. Lilienthal states that they are not in contract with Sac. anymore and everyone should just go through the professionals at OES.
Meeks Bay: There was a Residential structure fire Sunday morning. Three kids were saved and got lucky. There were no smoke detectors in the house. 

Staffing is good at the moment. They have a new type 3 in district. They had 4 strike team task forces out at the same time. Many single resources are still out. Google sheets is working out well. 

Whitt: Tribal Fire were out at Modoc and the Ferguson incidents. ROP is going well. Currently they have 27 student and they all seem to be solid players. Lilienthal states that if they have any students interested in the dispatch aspect to let him know. They are always looking. Whitt would like to arrange a field trip to dispatch. It is a resource that is always needed. 

Keating: They are still looking for a Chief. Keating is retiring March 31st. 

Cameron Park; This is the first year they were able to get reimbursements for leads. Mitigation fees; They are actively working to access those funds. 
Pioneer: They will be establishing a recruitment list/flyer pretty soon. They are currently working on rewriting some policies for their district. 

Cal fire; not report

Garden Valley:  They are getting a couple new command vehicles. They are currently remodeling the station. ROP started today. 
12. Good and Welfare: Districts needs to spend their money. LAFCO needs annual reports by the end of September.

Chief Earle is going back to Guatemala. He thanks GV for the donations of the turnouts. He is going to Meeks Bay; they are potentially going to donate an engine to go to Santa Maria De Jesus. 

Meeks Bay: They sent so many resources out and then had red flag days. They did a day’s worth of paperwork and moved some resources pre-positioning. There was relief to know that resources were there even though they didn’t need them. 
County fire is hosting 911 stair climb with Red Hawk. 

Chief Webb: Growlersburg has a really talented welder if anyone would like help with anything. 

Lilienthal: They are working to refurbish their look outs. They want to revamp their VIP program to actually staff those. This time next year they would like to have those staffed and utilize that resource. 

Garden Valley thanks Diamond Springs for the office furniture.
