	7. Old Business 

7.1   Development Impact Fee Ordinance Update: ( Sue Hennike) Spend your money and get your annual reports in. Sue will send out a guide to get the info from Fenix. Adopt new fees if you have not done so yet. Chief Keating requests a template for the request of funds.
7.2   Vacation Rental Inspections Update- Earle/Hennike: The fees will be taken on Oct. 9th. The Board approved a letter of agreement for the inspections. Fees will be adopted on the 9th. A  signed LOA has been received from Garden Valley and a verbal agreement has been received from Lake Valley. Chief Alameda states  that Fire Chiefs need to get engaged with this as there is a real risk. It is predictable therefore, it is preventable. Chief Alameda encourages that when the Tahoe gets the letter approved Eldorado needs to do the same. This is fire prevention and he really encourages everyone to help get involved and get it done. Chief Whitt agrees that this is preventable and we need to act on it.
7.3   Countywide Vegetation Ordinance Update- Earle; Two stakeholder meetings have happened. Creaton is heading it up. They have asked him to look into the Tahoe program. There was a lot of discussion on SRA and LRA.  
7.4   PG&E Update: Chief Webb was invited to a tentative meeting yesterday. He met with Jeff Painter. Their intent is all their distribution in their T3 areas have a clearance by the end of the year. That is their goal. They are working all the circuits in Eldorado. They will be monitoring our frequencies. Rob Cone, safety specialist, will be sending morning reports to ECC’s. That should be implanted shortly.

                  Move/Cover program. (Keating) there was a bit of confusion on the move up coverage as it was done internally. Moranz states there was no confusion it was more of a disagreement. Hardy, the squad is not on the move up. In the system it is a type 1. There is an issue having a squad in place of that. It is not part of the pre plan for cover. Keating would like to know who decides what resource goes where. We have a move up and cover plan. That list is a station coverage not a unit coverage. The list does not say with what. Keating states there is not a white paper for this. He would like to bring it to ops. Chief Schwab will get it on the agenda. There was a Resolution that was done in 1980 and needs to be updated. Discussion continues with no agreements made. Discussion ends with an agreement to send the agenda item over to OPS and revisit the item at the November meeting.

10.6 Red Cross: They brought in anew trailer. Thank you to county for the help. Thank you, Garde Valley, for taking part in the sound the alarm program. Oct 13th they will do the alarm program. Thank you fire folks for jumping hard and fast on the local fire. 

Alameda- Sept. 12 fire. It was a good size house. There were 30 personnel present. There is an issue with evacuation plans and notification for evacuations. They are having a meeting to inform the community on how to evacuate. They want to have an evacuation drill in the spring. It is a sheriff’s jurisdiction but they are happy to facilitate. Fallen leaf got a safer grant for 6 FF’s. SBCA grant was turned down. Fire fest is the 29th. 

Pioneer- They just had vegetation fire. Got resources there quickly. Thank you to Cal Fire and for helping get a hit on there. They also lost their SBCA grant.  

Blankenhien- Still getting fires. No plans to down staff anytime soon. They are funded to stay staffed until the end of the year.

Moraz- just filled last FF position. Looking at new engine. 

Keating- NBC project, coordinate with him if you want to buy some of those. EDH new engine 85 should be in service next week. 

Whitt- hand crews are doing well. Just got back from Colorado. We had $35,000 in vehicle repairs. All having to do with diesel emission. They are seriously looking into switching to gasoline. Send him an email with any suggestions for purchases. Thanks to Cal Fire and OES for sending us out.

Simons- had a couple structure fires with really good stops in Meeks Bay and one in Tahoe. New type 3 is in service. 

GV- a lot of single resources out. One in Wyoming. Had a river training last week. 

Schwab: Thank for the help on the Sliger Fire. 

Dwyer- We have a new board coming in. County just approved a new cell tower for the Mosquito area. Just received a grant for diesel exhaust system for the fire station. 

Hardy-have retained a consultant go out on a tax measure. May of 2019 that will be an all-mail voting. Had a remote area rescue. Thank you for all that participated in the 911 stair climb.

Ransdell- New WT is here. Just ordered a type 3. It should be here May-Aug next year. Remote recue, we will start towing the boat around. Looking to go into contract with Cal Fire.

Good and welfare: Oct 3rd 11:20 am National IPODZ testing should go through.
